Challenging-A typical itinerary allows considerable time to enjoy program features, providing the
maximum opportunity to participate in backcountry programs. Can be made more challenging by taking
side hikes.

Rugged-A rugged itinerary is somewhat more strenuous than a typical one, involving longer hiking
distances on steeper inclines. There is still ample time to participate in backcountry programs.

Strenuous-A strenuous itinerary should be attempted only by an older crew that enjoys lots of rugged
mountain hiking and is in good physical condition. Smaller crews of chartered units are recommended for
these treks. Program time is limited since much of the day is spent hiking.

Super Strenuous-The super strenuous itineraries are the most difficult. These itineraries include hiking
great distances and climbing many of Philmont's highest peaks. Super strenuous itineraries are designed for
experienced crews—seasoned backpackers who are at least 15 years of age, all in top physical condition.
Note: Even a Challenging itinerary requires considerable exertion because Philmont elevations vary from
6,500 t012,441 feet with many long, difficult trails covering rugged and rocky terrain.
